In this edition we look at what 2012 will have in store for
us. The prospects of an economic recovery seem not to be
good.

Due to hosting problems we had to change the venue of
our proposed “Introduction to Digital Wildlife Photography”
course on the 28™ January 2012 from the Western Cape to
Rietvlei Nature Reserve in Pretoria.

In December 2011 we had the opportunity to visit the
Balule camp in the Kruger National Park and although it was
wet and humid it wasn’t too hot. The Kruger National Park
is still “affordable” place to visit — for two of us it just cost
round about R275,00 per night at a camping site compared

to a chalet that would cost about R880.00 for two persons

plus day fees and conservation fees which will work out just
over a R1000.00 per day.

January is the ideal month to start your planning of your
safari for 2012. Some people like to stay close by whereas
other people like to be adventurous and travel to places
like Botswana and Zambia [Kafue and South Luangwa
particularly]. Planning should be done months in advance
as it is sometimes difficult to book at specific campsites or
game reserves due to availability which means that you
have to change your initial planning. It is a sound idea to
plan for alternative routes and overnight stays as part of

the overall planning.

One of the more common planning mistakes is the fact that
people plan to travel too long distances per day and fail to
take road/surface conditions in consideration [especially
when towing] and the result is that they start to speed to
catch up lost time and this leads to vehicle breakdowns. If
you are going to speed over sand and bad surfaces your

caravan or trailer WILL break!

Please attend one of our Safari Planning Courses this year
and avoid costly pitfalls. On a planning note: please do not

plan to venture alone into the wilderness this year.

Our trips for 2012 are flexible and the provisional planning
is done in such a way that we can change destinations
around. Our focus for our 2012 trips is on wildlife

photography.

“THE PAINTED WOLF” - Lycaon Pictus - by Loftus Viljoen

It is @ misty morning at Pretoriuskop camp in the
Kruger National Park. We left the camp early to do our
“breakfast run” but the tracks around the camp has a
visibility of less than 50 metres. The next moment
there is a chirp-chirp sound and a couple of African
Wild dogs appears, as ghosts from nowhere. They
started to trot whilst playing on the gravel track in
front of us and, as suddenly as they appeared, the
disappeared into the dense fog. This was one of my
most dramatic experiences in the wild and | was so
caught up with the sighting that | forgot the take
pictures. Due to their nomadic habits it is very unlikely
to find them at the same spot again. Since the fog
incident | found African Wild Dogs at Punda Maria,
Crocodile Bridge, Berg-en-Dal, Madikwe, Chobe and
Khutse, but the best photo opportunities were at
Khutse in Botswana.

&

Wild Dogs were found in more than 50 countries of
the Sub-Sahara region but today they are found in
less than 14 countries and mostly in the large Game
Reserves of Africa. They are Africa’s most highly
endangered mammals.

The scientific name "Lycaon pictusis derived from
the Greek for "wolf" and the Latin for "painted". Yes
we are talking of the African Wild dog the Lycaon
pictus It is a member of the is a large canid found only
in Africa, especially in savannas and moderately
densed woodlands. It is called various names like the
African wild dog, African hunting dog, Cape hunting
dog, painted dog, painted wolf, painted hunting dog,
spotted dog, or ornate wolf.
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There were once approximately 500,000 African wild
dogs in 39 countries, and packs of 100 or more were
not uncommon. Now there are only about 3,000-
5,500 in fewer than 25 countries, or perhaps only 14
countries. They are primarily found in eastern and
southern Africa, mostly in the two remaining large
populations associated with the Selous Game Reserve
in Tanzania and the population centred in northern
Botswana and eastern Namibia. Smaller but
apparently secure populations of several hundred
individuals are found in Zimbabwe, South Africa
[Kruger National Park], and in the
Ruaha/Rungwa/Kisigo complex of Tanzania. Isolated
populations persist in Zambia, Kenya and
Mozambique. African wild dogs are carnivores.

The African wild dog is endangered by human
overpopulation, habitat loss and predator control
killing. Due to their nomadic nature they use very
large territories (and so can persist only in large
wildlife protected areas), and it is strongly affected by
competition with larger carnivores that rely on the
same prey base, particularly the lion and the Spotted
Hyena. While the adult wild dogs can usually outrun
the larger predators, lions often will kill as many wild
dogs and cubs at the brooding site as they can. One

.

on one the hyena is much more powerful than the
wild dog but a large group of wild dogs can
successfully chase off a small number of hyenas
because of their teamwork. It is also killed by livestock
herders and game hunters, though it is typically no
more (perhaps less) persecuted than other carnivores
that pose more threat to livestock. Most of Africa's
game reserves are too small for a pack of wild dogs, so
the packs expand to the unprotected areas, which
tend to be ranch or farm land. Ranchers and farmers
protect their domestic animals by killing the wild dogs.
Like other carnivores, the African wild dog is
sometimes affected by outbreaks of viral diseases
such as rabies, distemper and parvovirus. Although
these diseases are not more pathogenic or virulent for
wild dogs, the small size of most wild dog populations
makes them vulnerable to local extinction due to
diseases or other problems.

There are five sub-species of the Wild Dog and those
found in the Kruger National Park is called Lycaon
pictus pictusThis carnivore is a member of the dog
family, and measures about 750mm at the shoulders.
Males are slightly larger than females and weigh 20-
30 kg as adults. It has a blotchy yellow, black and
white coat. Each individual has a unique coat pattern,
which makes it possible to identify every individual in
a population with certainty.
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Wild Dogs prey mainly on small to medium sized
animals, of which the Impala is the favourite prey —
about 80% of their kills and interesting enough female
impalas seems to be their most favourite. In East
Africa they have been recorded to hunt prey as large
as Wildebeest and Zebra. Wild Dogs hunt in packs,
and all individuals collaborate in a team effort to
chase and wear out pursued prey to exhaustion. Once
brought to a standstill, the prey is killed by all the dogs
tearing it apart. Wild Dogs do take livestock in some
areas, but this is a fairly rare occurrence; however this
has lead to farmers killing them in the past. Their
hunting method seems to be cruel but as they lack
strong jaws and teeth or claws to hold their prey they
simply kill their prey by tearing it apart. Most pursuits
end after a short chase but the distances can vary
from a few hundred metres to 3 kilometres or more.
They have excellent stamina and their senses of
hearing and smell appear to be well developed. They
can run with speeds up to 65 km/h but mostly it is
around 50km/h.

The African wild dog may reproduce at any time of
year, although mating peaks between March and June
during the second half of the rainy season. Litters can
contain 2-19 pups, though 10 is the most common.

The time between births is usually 12—14 months,
though it can also be as short as 6 months if all of the
previous young die. The typical gestation period is
approximately 70 days. Pups are usually born in dens
dug and abandoned by other animals, such as the
Aardvark. Weaning takes place at about 10 weeks.
After 3 months, the pups leave the den and begin to
run with the pack. At the age of 8-11 months they are
able to kill small prey, but depend on the pack kills for
most of their food. They do not become proficient
hunters until the age of 12-14 months. Wild dogs
reach sexual maturity at the age of 12—18 months.

Females will disperse from their birth pack at 14-30
months of age and join other packs that lack sexually
mature females. Males typically do not leave the pack
in which they were born. This is unusual among social
mammals, among which the core pack tends to
consist of related females. Among African wild dogs,
females compete for access to males that will help
rear their offspring. In a typical pack, males
outnumber females by a factor of two to one, and
only the dominant female is usually able to rear pups.
This atypical situation may have evolved to ensure
that packs do not over-extend themselves by
attempting to rear too many litters at the same time.
The species is also unusual in that some members of
the pack, including males, may be left to guard the
pups whilst the others, including the mothers, join the
hunting group. The practice of leaving adults behind
to guard the pups may decrease hunting efficiency in
smaller packs.

When you add the African Wild dog and the cheetah to the
Big Five it is called the Magnificent Seven.

| had the opportunity twice to get up quite close to the
Wild Dogs and on both occasions they stank. But finding
them in the wild is always a privileged and precious
moment.
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We hope that you have booked for our “Introduction
to Digital Wildlife Photography” at Rietvlei Nature
Reserve on 28" January 2012.

Below we have a photo of “Smoke & Light” which is quite easy to do. We used a stick of incense [and for the
dummies out there — remember it must be lit], stuck into an orange, a black background , a room with no air
movement and LED lights positioned around the stick of incense [mostly behind or underneath it. Once you have
taken your photo and downloaded it to the computer you open it up in Photoshop press the Ctrl | and it will be
inverted. Go to the hue/saturation adjustments and play around with the slider and you will be amazed to see all the
different colours coming out. For the photo below | used a gradient layer. This exercise would take you about an
hour to master. The trick of these photos is to work in layers so that the changes and adjustments you make are on
the layers and not on your original photo.
